Subject: Voter Registration and Faithful Citizenship Training in the Diocese 

This past legislative session reminded all of us about the importance of participating in the 
legislative process and to speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves. What a 
privilege and blessing it is to live in a country where we, the people, can playa direct role 
in electing the men and women who will govern the affairs of our community and legislate 
in vitally important areas such as the sanctity of life, the protection of traditional marriage 
and the promotion of social justice. 

The Diocese of Honolulu, through the Hawaii Catholic Conference (HCC) and its formal 
community partner the Hawaii Family Forum (HFF), will begin promoting voter registration 
and Faithful Citizenship by organizing two very important efforts THIS YEAR: 

1.	 Participating in and encouraging early voter registration drives beginning as early as July. 
Please be reminded that voter registration cannot be conducted in any partisan manner and 
discussion of candidates for office is not allowed. The HFF/HCC will be mailing packets to 
you very shortly with all the information you will need to conduct these efforts in your church 
community (materials and resources will also be available online for easy access). 

2.	 Promoting Community Action Network (CAN) trainings (conducted by HFF/HCC) in your 
church communities. A flyer to this effect is included for more information. These trainings 
will help you begin the process of setting up networks in your churches so that during a 
legislative session, it will be much easier to get the word out on important issues. If you 
already have networks in your churches (including your Respect Life committees), these 
trainings will help educate members on proper protocol when responding to the issues we 
face in Hawaii and in our nation.
