The Hawaii Coalition for Darfur is hosting a candlelight vigil to call attention to 
the current situation in Darfur, in the Western Sudan, which has been called the 
worst humanitarian crisis in the world.  More than 400,000 have been killed since 
the conflict erupted in February of 2003, and 2.5 million people have been driven 
from their homes. 
 
This event, which includes music and a call to action, will begin with a candlelight 
vigil outside the Hawaii State Capitol, where participants will light a candle in 
memory of the victims of Darfur.
